MINIMUM PARTICIPANT REQUIREMENTS
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You are to fill out a participant application and agreement and mail it to the Fire Department as soon as
possible.

If you are entering a moving mechanical item or an animal, you are to provide people to walk along each side
of your entry so as to keep spectators at a proper distance and to help the participant be aware of what is
happening all around.

If you are entering a motorized piece of equipment, you are to provide a person to walk on each side so as to
help the driver be aware of what is happening around him.

Candy can be provided to spectators, but can only be presented by a walking participant, not by a person
in a moving vehicle. You are to disclose on the application what you are handing out, and you may not
deviate from that without written permission from the sponsor.

You are to maintain a minimum of 50 feet between a motorized or mechanical piece of equipment or animal
and other people participants.

You may not have alcohol on your breath when entering the parade or during the parade.

If you are having people ride on your entry, each person riding is to have an approved safety feature available
that will prevent them from falling off.

If you are providing an entry that has a driver, you are to check out the motor vehicle driving record of this
person and make sure you have approved this person as a safe and experienced driver.

You are to check, prior to entering the parade, that your mechanical item is in good, safe operating condition.
You are to make sure your item will not come in contact with an overhead utility wire.

You may not blow any type of siren during the event.

You are to enter the event at the designated area and exit the event at the designated area.

If you are entering a horse, donkey, or mule, you are required to supply a copy of the coggins test for this
animal the day of the parade.

You are still responsible to
check things out and implement whatever safety measures may be needed.
